It can be easily
adapted (see blank template) to provide quantitative information about the
effectiveness of various aspects of the school council process for the school
council link teacher and other adults.

Outline of the Activity * Display the evaluation dartboard to the pupils, e.g. School/year
council members.

e Explain the scoring system, for each evaluation question there are
four possible answers:

| = always
1 = usually
3 = sometimes
@ 4 = never @

e Ask the pupils to record anonymously their responses to the
evaluation questions.

* Review the pattern of responses to identify further training needs.

Adaptations for pupils The number of categories on the dartboard could be reduced, e.g. “always”,
